Minutes of last Parish Council meeting held on 4th May 2011

Matters Arising

Village Pump

Parking on the Playing Field

The clerk reported that the Parish Council is covered by it’s insurance for the playing field.

Cllr Nixon-Eckersall asked if the Parish Council would give permission for parking on the playing field for attendees of a large wedding taking place at the church in 2 weeks time.

This was agreed as long as the ground remains reasonably dry.


Parish Council involvement with village events

Cllr Nixon-Eckersall raised the point that there was no organising body for the Village Lunch that took place recently – it was, by and large, organised by a few individuals and that the Parish Council had a very low profile.

After some discussion, it was agreed that the Parish Council should take a role in organising key village events.


Clarification of Planning Laws in relation to replacement windows and doors


The clerk reported that Cherwell District Council has no control of this unless the building in question is a listed building.


Parish Accounts


Cllr Dessain reported that he had checked up on the correct procedures regarding the accounts and the agenda for the AGM.  In essence, it is considered good practice, but is not mandatory, for the Parish Council to present a report of its activities, either written or verbal, and that may include some comment on the finances.  There is no approval or disapproval by the AGM of the accounts;  the accounts are approved by the parish council at a  parish council meeting.


Allotment Land

The allotment land needs to be included in the Parish Council’s Fixed Asset Register for which process the deeds are required.

Planning permission has been granted to reduce this by 50%.  Cllr Dessain has received 2 quotations from £280-£340.  It was agreed that Cllr Dessain would arrange for the work to be done.

Playing Field – request to use by dog trainer

A dog trainer has hired the village hall to run a series of dog training classes.  She has requested permission to use the playing field for the last session of her courses.
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It was agreed that permission would be granted, provided that any mess made was cleared up.

The issue of the footballers using the playing field each week without permission was raised.  This has been a long-term problem for the village.

Cllr Dessain proposed that a notice be put up on the playing field to let people know that it is for the use of villagers only.

The police have made it clear on a number of occasions that they cannot help in this matter as the footballers are not committing an offence.

After discussion, it was agreed that there were a number of actions that could be taken to try and solve the problem:

- put up a notice

- remove the goalposts

- stop cutting the grass

Although not cutting the grass and removing the goalposts would be detrimental, in the short term, to the village users, in the long term it might get rid of the footballers.

It was agreed that, in the first instance, a sign would be put up and the goalposts removed.  Cllr Dainty volunteered to arrange for the sign to be made and put up on the gate if possible.

It was suggested that a photograph be taken of the sign once it is up and, if the sign gets broken, that is then criminal damage and can be taken up with the police. 

It was agreed that Cllr Nixon-Eckersall would speak to Ray Waite to see if he would be able to remove the goalposts.

It was also agreed that the goalposts should be taken away and disposed of.  If the need arises, new goalposts can be purchased.

Re-siting of mail box / additional mail box

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It was decided that a letter should be written to Royal Mail informing them that an additional mail box has been requested by the elderly residents of Park Close.

Speeding

Cllr Spratt provided information on ‘SID’ (Speed Indication Display).  This device is low-cost, it works independently and it is battery operated.  As speeding is a prominent issue within the village, it was agreed that this system would be worth some investigation.  The possibility of sharing the device with other nearby villages was also discussed.   It was therefore proposed that the manufacturing company of ‘SID’ be contacted for more information.

Bus 503

An email has been received from Oxfordshire County Council Highways informing the Parish Council that it has been notified by Warwickshire County Council that funding for Bus 503 will cease from 28th July 2011.  Hanwell is in an unusual situation in that the routes through the village have always been provided by operators coming across the border from Warwickshire, along the B4100 and these have been supported by that county with no contribution made (nor requested) from Oxfordshire County Council.

It is Catteralls Coaches Bus 503 that serves the route through Hanwell Village on route into Banbury.  The bus operates on a Thursday and a Saturday.  Catteralls have opted to continue the Thursday 503 to and from Banbury on a commercial basis for a period of at least 6 months.  
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The email also advised that there is a possibility that another minibus, operated by A&M Group flexi-bus on route 498, may also call at 10.15 am at Hanwell Park Close on Thursdays only.  Hanwell is shown on their timetable.

Oxfordshire County Council will keep the provision of public transport in the area under review as neither Hornton nor Horley have a public bus but rely entirely on dial-a-ride.  Both villages have long requested the restoration of a scheduled bus.  However, the next major review is not due to take place until June 2013.

Cllr Nixon-Eckersall informed the meeting that it is highly likely that Dial-a-ride will close down next year.

After some discussion, it was agreed that a meeting should be held half an hour prior to the next Parish Council meeting on the 7th September to find out the demand for a service into Banbury.  A flyer to be prepared outlining the information sent by Oxfordshire County Council and informing villagers of the meeting on 7th September.  The flyer to be sent out with the summer edition of the Hanwell News.
