Parish Council Elections

These are Bob Dainty, Arnold Bailey 
and Terry Tuite.  Cllr Spratt proposed that firstly Bob Dainty is co-opted 
and this was seconded by Cllr Hart.
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It was agreed that Arnold, as a previous Chairman, should also be co-opted 
on to the Parish Council, and that Terry Tuite would be asked to remain as 
Chairman of the Road Safety Sub-Committee and to therefore attend all 
Parish Council meetings.

Vandalism on the Playing Field


The Parish Council has had correspondence from the agent to the estate 
stating that, whilst the estate is sympathetic to the problem, the tenant 
farmer does not want barriers to be erected.  The agent has suggested 
instead that the playing field itself be made secure.

The question was raised as to whether there is really a need for barriers and 
how effective they would be in stopping the vandalism.


As there was not time to deal with the matter in depth, due to the AGM, it 
was agreed that this item be put back to the next meeting when it could be 
discussed properly.

Reported accident at the Play Area


The Clerk reported that she had received a telephone call from a man who, 
when walking up between the slide and the slide walkway, had slipped and 
banged himself on the metal edge of the slide.  The Clerk had asked the 
person concerned to put in writing the details of what actually happened, but 
has not yet received this from him.  It was agreed that the Parish Council 
needed to wait to hear the details of the accident from the gentleman before 
being able to take any further action.

Grass Cutting


Cllr Dessain asked if the Parish Council could approve the expenditure of 
£470.00 spent on securing the doors of the mower shed which had been in 
need of repair.  This was proposed by Cllr Spratt and seconded by Cllr Hart.


Cllr Nixon-Eckersall raised the issue of still needing more people to 
volunteer to do the grass cutting – even if only on an occasional basis.
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Cllr Polson asked if one of the members could manage the grass cutting 
situation as people may not be aware of the procedure for when the grass 
needs 

cutting, how to get the equipment, etc.  Cllr Dessain volunteered to 
take this on.

Hire of Playing Field – enquiry


An enquiry has been received, via the website, as to whether the football 
pitch in Hanwell is available for hire.  

Cllr Hart raised the point that the pitch is not large enough for a team of 11 
players, and that it was for the use of the children of Hanwell village.


Cllr Spratt raised the issue of insurance – by hiring the field out, would the 
Parish Council have some liability?

Cllr Dessain raised the point the field was not used very much and that it 
would be a pity not to use it more.


Cllr Nixon-Eckersall also raised the point that the Parish Council does not 
own the playing field, it belongs to the Estate and is rented from them.  
Therefore, the Estate would need to agree to it being sub-let in this fashion.


As there are clearly quite a lot of issues involved, it was agreed that the 
Parish Council would reply to the person who made the enquiry stating that 
although the Parish Council would like to be able to do this, there are 
shortcomings in the facility for a regular 11-a-side football team and asking 
if they are still interested before the PC makes further enquiries as to the 
feasibility of doing so.

Whilst on the subject, Cllr Dainty informed the Parish Council that there 
will be a cycle race on the 6th June and the village hall is being used as the 
headquarters for this.  It has been suggested that people involved in this park 
on the playing field rather than on the road.


It was agreed that this would be counter-intuitive to the efforts being made 
to keep cars off of the playing field.

Increased insurance premium


When considering the accounts, the increase in the insurance sums was 
raised by Cllr Nixon-Eckersall.  


Although it was generally thought that this increase was most likely to be 
caused by the mowers being included in the insurance, plus the addition of 
the play area, it was felt that it would be appropriate to contact the insurance 
company to ask for a quotation for next year, bearing in mind the Parish 
Council’s good claims record.  In addition, the insurance company needs to 
be informed of the attempted break-in and that, whilst nothing was taken, 
in response to this the Parish Council has incurred significant expense in 
securing the mowers.

Cllr Dessain felt that it would be worth checking the premium on the 
mowers as he felt that there might have been a misunderstanding on the part 
of the insurance company regarding them (they were initially treated as 
motor vehicles).
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Cllr Polson asked what exactly the insurance covers and what are the 
components of it.  


Cllr Dessain volunteered to follow the discussions up and look at a 
breakdown of the insurance costs.
