Telephone box

going, with quotes requested for erecting the pump safely.

Parking on the Church Lane/Main Street junction

Cllr Nixon-Eckersall asked if something could be done about people 
parking on this junction as the refuse collection vehicles cannot get access 
into Church Lane, which means that the residents of the lane have to take 
their bins to the end of the road.  It also raises the question of whether other 
vehicles, such 
as emergency vehicles, would be able to access properties on 
Church Lane.  On some occasions, residents of the lane cannot get in to 
their houses.


Cllrs Hart and Dessain suggested that a letter be sent by the Clerk to all the 
houses within 30 yards of the junction requesting politely that the road is not 
blocked to larger vehicles such as service vehicles, refuse vehicles and 
the 
emergency services.
