Minutes of last Parish Council meeting held on 30th June 2010

Matters arising


Hire of the playing field

The estate office has been contacted regarding the hiring out of the playing 
field to a local football team.  Annabel Armstrong replied on behalf of the 
estate and enclosed a copy of the lease agreement.  The terms of the 
agreement prevent the hiring out of the sports field - the original 
arrangement was that the field was for the use and benefit of Hanwell 
villagers only.  Annabel would also be concerned about an increase in 
volume of traffic to and from the field and wear and tear on the track.


Recently there has been a crowd of footballers (adults) playing regularly in 
the evenings on the playing field.  Cllr Dainty reported that on the last 
occasion that this happened, he notified the police who duly came out to 
speak to them.  The footballers told the police that they had permission from 
the land owner to play on the field.  

The Clerk informed the meeting that the Parish Council was in receipt of a 
letter from a villager complaining about the footballers, in particular their 
use of bad language and the fact that the track is blocked by their cars/vans.  


It was agreed that a reply should be sent to the person that made the original 
enquiry informing them that, due to the terms of the lease, the Parish 
Council was not permitted to sublet the playing field and that, in fact, the 
condition of the lease was that it was for the use of Hanwell villagers only.

Should the footballers re-appear on the playing field, it was agreed that the 
police should be called.


Fallen tree branches in the village


Again, the estate was contacted about the large branches that fell down 
recently and blocked the main road.  Annabel Armstrong has sent a plan of 
the area that belongs to the estate so that it is clear who owns any trees that 
do come down in future.  She also said that an additional tree survey has 
been commissioned this October/November to assess the estate trees and 
she will ensure that trees that are within striking distance of the road will be 
closely examined.


Tax disc for the sit-on mower


The clerk confirmed that this had been renewed.

Gate across playing field entrance


The Parish Council is in receipt of correspondence from Annabel 
Armstrong confirming the estate’s approval of the erection of a gate across 
the main entrance to the playing field.  The gate is to be maintained by the 
Parish Council.

Internal auditor for the Parish Council


Cllr Dessain raised the question as to whether he should continue as the 
Internal Auditor for the Parish Council now that he is himself a Parish 
Councillor.  Cllr Bailey proposed that he should continue as the Internal 
Auditor and this was seconded by Bob Dainty.

Annual Accounts – update


The clerk informed the council that BDO had completed their external audit 
and that there were no issues raised.  A letter will be sent to the Parish 
Council from BDO in due course.

Parish Pump – quotation for installation


Cllr Nixon-Eckersall has obtained a quotation for the installation of the 
village pump from David Smith.  The cost is £150 including all materials 
and labour.  


It was agreed that another quotation should be obtained from Bill Tagg who 
might be able to do it for less.  Cllr Hart to speak to Bill about this.  Cllr 
Dessain proposed that, if Bill’s quotation is less, in order to accelerate the 
process, John should instruct Bill to go ahead and install the pump. This was 
agreed.

Playground – notice for disclaiming responsibility for personal

In the absence of John Spratt, it was agreed that this item should carried 
forward to the next meeting in November when his advice could be sought.

The clerk informed the meeting that a RoSPA inspection had been booked 
for both the play area and the playing field - to take place in July.  On 
following this up, it was discovered that the inspection had been slightly 
delayed but would be taking place very shortly and a report sent in due 
course.

Bus Shelter grant application


The clerk has received an application form from Oxfordshire County 
Council for a grant towards a bus shelter. It would seem that there is a high 
demand for these grants this year and this is likely to be the last year that 
they will be available due to the impending government cutbacks.  For these 
reasons, the clerk was advised by Oxfordshire County 
Council that the 
application form should be submitted as quickly as possible.

The application asks for very specific details to be supplied in terms of 
location and type of bus shelter to be erected.  Some consultation also needs 
to be carried out.

Cllr Bailey asked for any strong viewpoints as to whether there should or 
should not be a bus shelter, and where it should be.


Cllr Hart felt that, if there was a bus shelter, it should be in the middle of the 
village rather than at one end or the other.


Cllr Dessain raised the point that the main stopping place for the bus 
currently was at the top of the village by the village hall.


Mr Rayner pointed out that the bus shelter would provide shelter for all the 
school children in the village who wait for the school bus each day.


Also that currently there are 3 people that get on the bus on a Saturday or 
Thursday, however as the population in the village ages, this may well 
increase. 


It was agreed that there is a need for a bus shelter in the village, particularly 
for the school children,  and therefore the application form needed to be 
completed.  It was also agreed that the proposed site should be 
outside the 
village hall and on the village hall side of the road.


It was decided that a quotation for the bus shelter should be obtained.  
Malcolm Rayner advised that he had information about wooden bus shelters 
which he would pass on to the clerk who would then contact the company 
and get a quotation for the bus shelter to include installation.
