UPDATE ON PERSIMMON PLANNING APPLICATION

As you will probably be aware a Planning Application was submitted last year to Cherwell District Council for the development of land east of the Warwick Road. This is land north of the newly constructed spine road linking Warwick Road and Southam Road, Banbury.

The application was made by Persimmon Homes Ltd, Lord De La Warr and Mr & Mrs Donger.  It was for residential development (up to a maximum of 400 dwellings) with associated vehicular access. 

The application was refused by the Planning Authority following a successful campaign spearheaded by Hanwell Parish Council incorporating the views of villagers and other interested parties.

APPEAL

Persimmon Homes Ltd, Lord De La Warr and Mr & Mrs Donger have appealed against the refusal of outline planning permission. This means the appeal will be decided at an Inquiry, the date of which hasn't yet been decided but will take place mid/late spring.

PARISH COUNCIL ACTION

The issue was discussed at the January Parish Council meeting.  It was decided that our strategy should be to seek advice from professionals in the field to ascertain how best to protect the interest of Hanwell residents.

There are several options to be considered. For example a personal appearance could be made at the Inquiry (with a representative or otherwise) either to represent the views of just Hanwell Parish Council or jointly with other local Parish Councils.

Equally we must also consider the possibility that by appearing in person we could potentially harm our case; a case already accepted by Cherwell District Council.

So, at this stage we will be taking advice but we will also keep residents well informed regarding the guidance we receive and how this affects our strategy in respect of the Inquiry.
